	Geography 
Use basic geographical vocabulary to refer to local & familiar features
 ( Use four compass directions & simple vocab 


	Go on a walk around the village identifying local features. Children to take clipboards and create a ‘rough’ map of the village. Take photographs of key features.
	Discuss with the children what features we have available to us in our local area. Make a list of local features.
Children to create their own list and then use this list to make a key of features for a map. 
	Look at ‘map’ on desktop. Discuss with children.
On a large piece of paper on the floor, children add photographs of local features, draw in roads etc. 
	Children to refer to class map created last week, and then create their own individual maps with key features. Question children using basic geographical vocabulary. Children to respond using similar vocabulary. 
	Go outside on to school field. Set up compasses to work out NESW directions.
Using what we have discovered about NESW directions, children plot these on their individual maps. 
	Review what we have learnt – recap on vocabulary, features and NESW directions.

	Geography 
Name & locate the four countries and capital cities of the United Kingdom using atlases & globes

	On IWB look at map of UK. Children to identify the four countries of the UK, and then find them on the map.
Go through PPP – discuss. Children to identify capital cities in these countries.

Children to work on differentiated maps to locate and label the countries and capital cities.
	Look again at PPP – discuss. Children to identify capital cities in these countries.

Look at flags for the four countries. Discuss the flag of the UK

Children to create their own flags for each country and the flag of the UK. 

Children to label their map from last week with the appropriate flag on the correct country.
	Using atlases & globes, children to identify and locate the four countries of UK. 

Working with a partner, they locate the country and name its capital.

Play the matching game – match the country, capital and flag. 


	Look at traditions from each country in the UK. PPP

Identify, and organise these traditions under the correct headings. 
	Using the four compass directions, NESW, children to identify which direction the other countries in the UK are from England.

Put these compass directions on individual maps of the UK.
	Children to use all the information they have gathered over the past few weeks, and then working in pairs, children present their information to the class.
